THE AMERICAN CIVIL RIGHT MOVEMENT
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1955: Rosa Parks refuses to give up her seat to a white
passenger on a bus in Montgomery, Alabama.
To protest against her arrest, King and the black
community launch a bus boycott.
The buses are "desegregated" in 1956.

1957: King forms the Southern Christian Leadership
Conference to defend civil rights.
With peaceful marches or sit-ins, he fights
segregation and black poverty.

1963: The March on Washington (250,000 people).

1964: Civil Rights Bill*, creating equal rights in voting,
education or public facilities (hotels, cinemas...).
King is awarded the Nobel Peace Prize (aged 35).

4 April 1968: King is assassinated in Memphis.
