Mount  Kilimanjaro  and 



riding an ostrich !



N°4 – Ed Viesturs



Edmund Viesturs 



is  an  American  high-



altitude mountaineer. He 



is  our  most  extreme  and  probably our  most 



resistant  adventurer  in  the  sense  that  he  has 



climbed all of the world's 8000m+ mountains 



without  supplemental  oxygen.  He  has  also 



climbed Mount Everest. Seven times !



N°3 – Bertrand Piccard



The Swiss man is the 



most  educated  adventurer  of 



our  list.  In  real  life  he  is  a 



psychiatrist !  He  was  the  first 



person to complete a  non-stop 



balloon flight around the globe. 



He is  also the leader 



of the 'Solar Impulse' project, a solar-powered 



aircraft.  His  goal  is  to  fly  around the  world 



with solar energy only.



N°2 – Mike Horn



If he's not N°1 in 



our  list  this  year, 



this South African 



adventurer  is 



surely the craziest 



and  the  most 



audacious  and 



fearless man on the list. In 2001 he completed 



a  solo  journey  around  the  equator  without 



motorized transport, i.e. only walking, cycling, 



running or paddling. 



In 2006 he became the first man on 



the planet to travel without dog or motorized 



transport to the North Pole during permanent 



darkness ! 



Number 1 – Sir Ranulph Fiennes



The British  Adventurer  was  simply 



voted  « Greatest  Adventurer  Alive »  by  the 



Guinness  Book of  Record.  He  must  also  be 



one of the most courageous men alive. In 1992 



he  was  the  first  person  ever  to  cross  the 



Antarctic Continent unsupported. 



In 2000 he attempted to walk solo to 



the North Pole but 



he  failed.  He 



sustained  severe 



frostbites  to  the 



tips of all his left-



hand  fingers.  In 



the end he decided 



to  cut  off  the  tips 



of  his  fingers 



himself ! 



In 2003, only weeks after suffering a 



heart-attack, he took part in 7 marathons on 7 



days on 7 different 'continents'. 



In 2009 he became the oldest person 



(at 65) to reach the top of the Everest !
