The Clam Shell Wristlet
[image: ]  Cut out all pieces as directed on pattern.

[image: ]Match interfacing to fabric and stitch in place.

[image: ]Stitch seam. All seams are  ½”.

[image: ]Stitch lining to handle. The seam allowance is ½”. Clip seam to ¼” after sewing. Leave an opening along the side for turning.    

[image: ]Once handle has been turned, hand stitch the opening closed.

[image: ]Center handle over seam line of bag and stitch in place.

[image: ]Stitch lining. Leave an opening in the center. The opening should be about 4” long. This will allow room to get inside the bag for the edge stitching as well as installing the zipper. 

[image: ]Sew lining to bag. I did not trim this seam.

[image: ]Edge stitch lining. 

[image: ]You’re almost there! Sit bag as it will look when finished. Mark the two ends with pins as you see in the following picture.

[image: ]The pins mark the beginning and end of the zipper. When sewing the zipper, you will want to leave a little space at either end, about ½” will be fine.

[image: ]Unzip zipper and pin to the lining.

[image: ]As you can see in the picture, the zipper is not stitched close to the teeth. The opening allows you to get inside the bag and sew the zipper in place. You can see my hand inside the opening of the lining.

[image: ]The bag is basically complete at this point. 


[image: ]For ease in zipping, add a decorative bead or a zipper pull to your zipper.
