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	The definite article is used:

	· to speak about something which has already been mentioned:

She has a ball. The ball is read. (ball – is mentioned for the second time)

· when both the speaker and listener know what is being talked about, even if it has not been mentioned before:

Where is the vase? – It is in the living room. (the speakers both know about what vase the are talking)

· to speak about objects we regard as unique:

The Sun rises in the east and sets in the west.

· before seas, rivers, and groups of mountains or islands:

the Caspian Sea, the Nile, the Rocky Mountains, the British Isles etc.
· with superlatives and ordinal numerals:

This is the most interesting film.

Amy lives on the second floor.

· with musical instruments:

He plays the piano very well.

	Zero article is used:

	· with proper names and uncountable nouns:

Jane helped me.

I like milk.

· with names of places and institutions:

hospital, school etc.

· with colour, illnesses, school subjects:

Red is my favourite colour; Biology;

pneumonia etc.

· with names of days (of the week), months, seasons:

Monday, August, spring etc.

· with names of sports, games and activities:

Nancy plays tennis and volleyball.

· with some continents, singular countries, states, regions, islands, towns, cities, mountains, mounts, lakes:

He's just returned from Germany.

McKinley is the highest mountain in Alaska.

· with the names of languages, professions, meals:

He speaks Chinese.

She is a dentist.

· in fixed expressions:

by train          by air      on foot        on holiday
